if they don't get sweets (a treat), they play a trick.

Hallowe'en was originally a Celtic festival celebrating the new Year. Celts believed
that the dead could come back to the world on that day. So people wore costumes like
witches and ghosts, to frighten the real witches and ghosts. People gave them sweets or
apples. Irish and Scottish immigrants took Hallowe'en to America. American children
started going « trick or treat » in the 1950s.
